Tigers Close SCAC Road Slate at Centre

DePauw concludes the road portion of its
Southern Collegiate Athletic Conference schedule
when it travels to Centre for a 1:30 p.m. contest
on Saturday, October 30.

The Tigers, winners of three straight, are 5-2
overall and 3-1 in the SCAC after a 38-7 win at
Millsaps last Saturday. The Colonels are 3-5 overall
and 1-3 in the SCAC after last week’s 52-34 home
loss to Trinity.

SCOUTING CENTRE

The Colonels, co-SCAC champions in 2003,
enter the game with the SCAC’s top passing attack
behind senior quarterback Brian Behrendt who av-
erages 318.4 yards per game with 22 touchdowns
and just six interceptions.

David Crowley leads the Centre and the SCAC
with 7.4 catchers per game for a league-high 105.6
yards per game. Adam Clark ranks fifth with 5.0
catches per contest and third with 79 yards. Lou
Brenner is 10th in the conference with 3.3 recep-
tions per game and just under 36 yards per outing.
Nick Watren ranks seventh in the conference with
65 rushing yards per contest.

Defensively, Nathan Fell is second in the SCAC
with an average of 9.0 tackles per game. Jarrod
Zywien averages 8.0 tackles, while Brian Downs
averages 7.9.

LAST YEAR’S MEETING

Adam Blandford’s 14-yard touchdown run in
the first overtime period gave visiting Centre a
34-28 win over DePauw at Blackstock Stadium.
The overtime marked the second straight time
that Centre had defeated the Tigers in overtime
in Greencastle as they won 34-31 in 2001.

DePauw took possession first in the over-
time and missed a 20-yard field goal. Centre
opened its possession by picking up a first down
on third-and-one as Lorenzo Engleman gained
the necessary yard. Engleman then gained anoth-
er on first down before Blandford ran it in for
the winning score.

Centre never trailed in the game that featured

four ties with each team swapping touchdowns
through regulation.

The Colonels took a 28-21 lead on Rhese
McKenzie’s 3-yard pass from Brian Behrendt
with 5:34 left to cap a nine-play, 63-yard drive.
The Tigers came right back as Ross Wiethoff
teamed with Brian Culp for a 68-yard scoring
pass on the third play of the next series to make
it 28-28 with 4:37 remaining,

After a second straight defensive stand, the
Tigers took over on their own 8 with 1:34 left.
DePauw advanced to its own 47 with 1.6 seconds
left. Yoder’s heave toward the end zone was in-
tentionally tipped by a DePauw receiver, but just
out of the reach of Wochomurka.

Centre finished with 499 yards of offense to
DePauw’s 430 and the Colonels possessed the
ball for nearly 37 minutes.

Blandford carried the ball just three times for
19 yards, but two went for touchdowns. Howev-
er, it was Engleman and Behrendt who provided
most of the offensive spark for the Colonels. En-
gleman rushed for a game-high 186 yards on 31
carries and caught nine passes for 61 yards from
Behrendt who finished with 28-0f-42 passing for
279 yards and two scores. Nate Woodall caught
seven passes for 96 yards.

Jackson Rust paced DePauw with 53 rushing
yards on just nine carries. Yoder completed 14 of
25 passes for 158 yards and one touchdown and
Wiethoff finished with six-of-12 for 148 yards
and two scores. Shephard caught eight passes for
57 yards. Culp finished with just two receptions,
but they totaled 112 yards.

Defensively, Cory Partlow led DePauw with
14 tackles and Mike Laszynski added 13. John
Ortega has 14 stops for Centre.

LYNCH JUST THE NINTH DEPAUW
COACH SINCE 1930

This game marks the eighth of Bill Lynch’s
DePauw career as just the ninth DePauw football
coach since 1930. Lynch took over in December
for the retired Nick Mourouzis who directed the
Tigers to a 138-87-4 mark in 23 seasons.

Lynch was the head coach at Butler from 1985
through 1989 and compiled a 36-12-3 record. The
Bulldogs won four conference titles and advanced
to the NCAA Division II playoffs in 1988. He was
the head coach at Division I Ball State from 1995
through 2002 and his 1996 team won the Mid-
American Conference championship and earned
a Las Vegas Bowl appearance. The Cardinals also
won the MAC West Division co-title in 2001. His
final three teams at Ball State were recognized by
the American Football Coaches for outstanding
graduation rates.
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DEPAUW IN NATIONAL RANKINGS

In Division III statistics released earlier this
week, DePauw’s Jamarcus Shephard ranks 17th
with a kickoff return average of 26.1 yards. He
finished second in the nation last year. Ross
Wiethoff is 21st in the country in passing effi-
ciency with a 151.4 rating. Dustin Hertel is 32nd
in tackles for loss with an average of 1.7 per game.
The Tigers are ranked 33rd as a team with 230.0
rushing yards per game.

EVERYBODY’S ALL-AMERICAN

Senior wide receiver and kick returner Jamar-
cus Shephard was selected to every all-America
team as a kick returner at the conclusion of last
season and was again a consensus preseason all-
America pick. Shephard was a Division III first
team selection by D3football.com, Lindy’s and
Street & Swmith as well as a second team choice by
Football Gazgette. Shephard returned 19 kickoffs last
season for an average of 34.7 yards including a
pair of touchdowns against Millsaps. His average
ranked second in Division I1I. In all, he finished
with four returns of 74 or more yards last year
and has returned three kickoffs for scores in his
careet.

TIGERS ESTABLISH GROUND GAME

The Tigers have rushed for over 250 yards
three times this year and won all three of those
games. The 388 rushing yards against Hope were
the third most in school history and the most
since they had 389 at Rhodes on September 5,
1998. The school record is 532 yards against Prin-
cipia on October 11, 1975. The Tigers’ 60 rushing
attempts against Hope were their most since they
had 60 against Blackburn on October 13, 2001.
The last time they had more attempts in a game
was on November 14, 1998, when they totaled 64
against Wabash.

TWO TOP 100 YARDS

Ross Wiethoff and Jeremiah Marks each
topped the 100-yard rushing plateau in the Se-
wanee win and did the same in the victory over
Hope. Marks is just the third DePauw player to
rush over for 100 yards in three different games
as a freshman. Tom Campbell (1955) and Johna-
thon Stigall (1995) each did it three times, while
Sam Juarascio (1972) did it once. Wiethoff has
now topped the 100-yard mark three times in his
careef.
