Tigers travel to Millsaps for SCAC contest
 DePauw begins the second half  of  the 2004 
Southern Collegiate Athletic Conference schedule 
when it travels to Millsaps for a 2 p.m. contest on 
Saturday, October 23.
 The Tigers are 4-2 overall and 2-1 in the SCAC 
after a 27-13 home win over Sewanee on October 
9. Millsaps is 2-3 overall and 1-1 in the conference 
after last Saturday’s 14-7 loss at Rose-Hulman.

SCOUTING MILLSAPS
 The Majors boast the conference’s top scoring 
defense as they’re allowing just 16.6 points per 
contest. They also rank second in total defense by 
allowing only 310.8 yards per contest.
 Running back Tyson Roy ranks third in the 
conference with 103.4 rushing yards per contest, 
while Eryc Lorino is eighth with 62.0 per game. 
The Majors, running behind an offensive line that 
averages just under 300 pounds per man, rank 
second behind DePauw with nearly 189 rushing 
yards per game. Roy also averages 29.2 yards per 
kickoff  return.
 Defensively, linebacker Marshall Brown is third 
in the conference with 9.0 tackles per game, while 
defensive back Stephen Parr is fifth with 8.2 per 
contest.

LAST YEAR’S MEETING
 DePauw’s Jamarcus Shephard set a school 
and SCAC record with two kickoff  returns for 
touchdowns and tied the DePauw mark with four 
touchdowns to lead the Tigers to a 55-34 win over 
visiting Millsaps. 
 The Tigers’ 55 points also tied a school mod-
ern-day record previously set against Washington 
(Mo.) on October 30, 1982. Kicker John Wallace 
also tied a school record with seven successful 
extra-point kicks.
 Shephard’s four touchdowns equaled the mod-
ern day school record set by Rick Lindlow against 
Oberlin on November 6, 1982, and his two kick-
off  returns for scores also tied an NCAA Division 
III record. He also finished with the second best 
single-game all-purpose total in DePauw history 

with 320 yards including 11 catches for 134 yards 
and the two returns for 186 yards. Terry Dickey 
holds that record with 337 yards against Hanover 
on November 9, 1991.
 The Tigers finished with a 390-346 total of-
fense advantage, but DePauw finished with just 83 
yards on the ground after coming into the game 
averaging over 220 per contest. Jackson Rust led 
the Tigers with 59 yards in eight carries. Andy 
Yoder completed 19 of  23 passes for 299 yards 
with no interceptions and the four touchdowns. 
In addition to Shephard’s 11 catches for 134 yards, 
seven other Tigers hauled in passes.
 Tal Hendrix paced Millsaps with 44 rushing 
yards on 11 carries with Morris adding 41 on 15 
attempts.  Morris completed nine of  14 passes 
for 118 yards and Johnson was five of  nine for 83 
yards. Malone led the Majors with five catches for 
103 yards and one touchdown.
 DePauw sacked Millsaps quarterbacks seven 
times with Mike Laszynski leading the way with 
two as part of  his team-high 11 tackles. Joshua 
Swift finished with a team-best 2.5 tackles for 
loss including 1.5 sacks. Matt O’Bryant led the 
Majors with 13 tackles, 2.5 for loss, two sacks and 
a hurry.
 
LYNCH JUST THE NINTH DEPAUW 
COACH SINCE 1930
 This game marks the seventh of  Bill Lynch’s 
DePauw career as just the ninth DePauw football 
coach since 1930. Lynch took over in December 
for the retired Nick Mourouzis who directed the 
Tigers to a 138-87-4 mark in 23 seasons. 
 Lynch was the head coach at Butler from 1985 
through 1989 and compiled a 36-12-3 record. The 
Bulldogs won four conference titles and advanced 
to the NCAA Division II playoffs in 1988. He was 
the head coach at Division I Ball State from 1995 
through 2002 and his 1996 team won the Mid-
American Conference championship and earned 
a Las Vegas Bowl appearance. The Cardinals also 
won the MAC West Division co-title in 2001. His 
final three teams at Ball State were recognized by 
the American Football Coaches for outstanding 
graduation rates.

DEPAUW IN NATIONAL RANKINGS
 In Division III statistics released earlier this 
week, DePauw’s Jamarcus Shephard ranks 14th 
with a kickoff  return average of  26.9 yards. He fin-
ished second in the nation last year. Ross Wiethoff  
is 16th in the country in passing efficiency with a 
152.6 rating and Dustin Hertel is 30th in Division 
III with 1.8 tackles for loss per outing. The Tigers 
are ranked 34th as a team with 231.5 rushing yards 
per game.
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EVERYBODY’S ALL-AMERICAN
 Senior wide receiver and kick returner Jamar-
cus Shephard was selected to every all-America 
team as a kick returner at the conclusion of  last 
season and was again a consensus preseason all-
America pick. Shephard was a Division III first 
team selection by D3football.com, Lindy’s and Street 
& Smith as well as a second team choice by Football 
Gazette. Shephard returned 19 kickoffs last season 
for an average of  34.7 yards including a pair of  
touchdowns against Millsaps. His average ranked 
second in Division III. In all, he finished with 
four returns of  74 or more yards last year and has 
returned three kickoffs for scores in his career.

TIGERS ESTABLISH GROUND GAME
 The Tigers have rushed for over 250 yards three 
times this year and won all three of  those games. 
The 388 rushing yards against Hope were the third 
most in school history and the most since they had 
389 at Rhodes on September 5, 1998. The school 
record is 532 yards against Principia on October 
11, 1975. The Tigers’ 60 rushing attempts against 
Hope were their most since they had 60 against 
Blackburn on October 13, 2001. The last time they 
had more attempts in a game was on November 
14, 1998, when they totaled 64 against Wabash.

TWO TOP 100 YARDS
 Ross Wiethoff  and Jeremiah Marks each topped 
the 100-yard rushing plateau in the Sewanee win 
and did the same in the victory over Hope. Marks 
is just the third DePauw player to rush over for 100 
yards in three different games as a freshman. Tom 
Campbell (1955) and Johnathon Stigall (1995) each 
did it three times, while Sam Juarascio (1972) did it 
once. Wiethoff  has now topped the 100-yard mark 
three times in his career.

CHASING RECORDS
 Jamarcus Shephard broke the DePauw career 
record for kickoff  return yards in the Hope win 
and now has 1,355 on 47 returns for an average 
of  28.8 yards per return. Shephard’s 3,630 career 
all-purpose yards rank third in school history and 
he needs 174 to pass Johnathon Stigall (1995-98). 
Terry Dickey (1988-91) is the all-time leader with 
5,240.
 Shephard enters the game with 152 career pass 
receptions which ranks fifth in school history. He 
needs two to pass Joe Schoen (1997-00) and five to 
moved ahead of  Jay Pettigrew (1993-96). Jay True 
(1977-80) is the all-time leader with 195. Shephard’s 
2,090 receiving yards rank fourth in school history 
and he needs 319 to pass Jamie Cunha (1992-93,

have posted a 13-6 road record in conference 
games. DePauw is 10-2 in SCAC road games 
played in October and November.

TIGER NOTES
 Jamarcus Shephard has caught at least one  
pass in each of  his last 26 games, while Brian 
Culp has hauled in at least one in each of  his last 
16 ... Ross Wiethoff  ranks 11th in school history 
with 1,197 rushing yards and also with 2,817 total 
offense yards. He needs 96 rushing yards to move 
into the top 10 and just 37 total yards to crack 
that top 10 ... Wiethoff  is just the second player 
in DePauw history with at least 1,000 rushing 
and 1,600 passing yards. Eric Lortz (1965-67) 
totaled 1,045 rushing yards and 1,621 through 
the air ... fullback Brett Claxton has caught two 
collegiate passes with each going for touchdowns
