DePauw Student Government Representative Chamber
Re-Recognition Manual
Article I: Preamble

In the event that a club or organization loses recognition in DePauw Student Government and wishes to become recognized again, this document should be used to in order proceed. 
Article II: Losing Recognition
Section I: A club or organization can lose recognition if one member from that organization does not attend the mandatory assembly meetings that meet once a month at 7p.m. in the Union Building. 
Clause I: In the event of a missed General Assembly meeting resulting in the loss of recognition for an organization, said organization may only appeal for re-recognition at the Representative Chamber meeting immediately following the missed General Assembly meeting and follow the re-recognition procedures stated in Article III. 
Section II: A club or organization can lose recognition if they, for whatever reason, fail to uphold the rules and bylaws set in the DePauw Student Government Constitution or DePauw Student Handbook. 
Article III: Gaining Re-Recognition 
Section I: Organizations may only participate in the re-recognition process if they were a recognized organization within a period of 365 days prior to the re-recognition representative meeting. Organizations that exceed the 365-day period must go through the new organization recognition process.
Section II: The process of gaining re-recognition will require that all organizations contact the Vice President of Student Life in order to receive all the necessary information and learn about the process. 
Section III: An organization may not request to gain re-recognition if the organization has been re-recognized in the same academic semester.
Clause I: In the event of an extenuating circumstance, the assembly member must contact the Vice President of Student Life in order to be considered for an appeal process by the Representative Chamber and will be dealt with on a case-by-case basis.
Section IV: A member of each organization will need to be present during the re-recognition meeting, at which time they will be required to say a 1 minute speech. The speech will familiarize the Chamber with the purpose of the organization and provide an explanation of why the loss of recognition occurred. 
Section V: The Chambers will be able to ask this member questions for thirty seconds with the option to make a motion to extend this time. 
Section VI: The member will be asked to leave so that deliberations can take place for one minute with the option to make motion to extend this time. Following the discussion, the member will reenter the room and the next organization will proceed. 
Section VII: Following the presentations of all the organizations, the members will be dismissed and the Chamber will have an opportunity to discuss anything further regarding the re-recognition of the organizations. 
Article IV: Voting 
Section I: A simple majority vote will be accepted to recognize an organization. 
Article V: Conclusion

The Vice President of Student Life will then notify all organizations and the Representative Chamber of the results. Those organizations that are re-recognized will have the rights and duties thereof.

Article VI: Ratification
Section I: This Re-Recognition Manual shall be ratified by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the DePauw Representative Chamber.  Any veto's or additions to this manual must be voted on and approved by three-fourths (3/4) of the Representative Chamber.
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
