IMPORTANT AUDITION REMINDERS

Greencastle is on Eastern Standard Time: we are in the same time zone as New York City
and Cincinnati year-round.

For overnight accommodations, we recommend staying at The Walden Inn on DePauw’s
campus: 765.653.2761.

The audition will be evaluated both for entrance into the School of Music, as well as for a
music scholarship. College of Liberal Arts applicants who are auditioning will only be
evaluated for a music scholarship.

Auditions generally last between 15-20 minutes and include some sight-reading in addition to
the prepared pieces.

All voice students are required to audition with the professional accompanist that DePauw
provides (there is no charge to the auditioning student): no exceptions will be made to this
policy. Vocalists will have a short rehearsal with the accompanist immediately prior to the
audition. Scores do not need to be provided in advance, but do need to be provided at the
rehearsal.

Instrumental auditions are unaccompanied.

Instrumental sample lessons generally last about 30 minutes. Vocal sample lessons generally
last about 20 minutes. There is no charge for sample lessons.

The Campus Tour generally takes about one hour.
Students are not required to take any theory or piano placement exams during their audition.

Dress for the audition is flexible: some students will wear suits/dresses, others will wear
jeans: generally speaking, “dressy casual” is appropriate.

If you are planning to depart from DePauw earlier than 6 p.m. on the day of your audition,
please call Corinna Nash-Wnuk as soon as possible to let her know what time you plan to
stay on campus until. Please be aware that we may not be able to schedule all of your visit
events (such as classroom visit, campus tour, or sample lesson) if you depart early in the day.
