Entering class features record number of international students

D The DePauw community welcomed 625 new students this China, with 15 from India and eight from Vietnam. Sixteen

fall - including a record 77 international students. Of the
new undergraduates, 578 are enrolled in the College of
Liberal Arts, and 47 in the DePauw School of Music.
The median class rank of the Class of 2012 is in the upper 10
percent of the high school class, and the group’s median grade
pointaverage (unweighted) is 3.61. Forty-eight class members
were high school valedictorians or salutatorians.

Of the incoming international students, 66 plan to pursue
a DePauw degree, and 11 are exchange students. The larg-
est number of new international students — 31 — is from
