SCAC ANNOUNCES 2004 ALL-CONFERENCE FOOTBALL TEAM
SUWANEE, Ga. – In exclusive voting by the head coaches of the SCAC, Dan DesPlaines of Trinity University was selected Offensive Player-of-the-Year while Jake Vieck of Rose-Hulman Institute of Technology was voted the Defensive Player-of-the-Year. 

The vote was split for the league’s other two major awards as Robert Kelner of Trinity and Jamarcus Shephard of DePauw University were tabbed as Special Teams Co-Players-of-the-Year, and Bill Lynch of DePauw and Steve Mohr of Trinity each received three votes to share Coach-of-the-Year honors.
Dan DesPlaines, a 6-2, 215-pound senior quarterback from Tequesta, Fla., has earned the SCAC's top offensive award by leading his team to its 12th straight SCAC title. His 2,655 yards and 23 touchdown passes rank him in the top 10 in school history for a single season, and he has helped the Tigers to their eighth consecutive post-season appearance - the second-longest active streak in all of Division III. His 66.4% completion rate is currently the best-ever in school history, while his passer efficiency rating is third in school history. DesPlaines is third in passing yards, touchdowns, and total offensive yards, but is currently the school's career record holder in both completion percentage (65.1%) and QB efficiency (163.5). Over his career as a starter, DesPlaines has thrown 53 TD passes in 22 games, and has thrown a touchdown pass in all but one game.

DesPlaines received four votes in the Offensive POTY voting, followed by three players who received one vote each – Brian Behrendt of Centre College, Tyson Roy of Millsaps College and Daniel Swanstrom of Rhodes College.
Jake Vieck, a 6-0, 290-pound senior nose guard from Vincennes, Ind., had 68 tackles this season, including 18 tackles for loss and a league-high 10 sacks in garnering Defensive Player-of-the-Year honors. He also had two fumble recoveries and two blocked kicks. The senior finished his career with 21 sacks, second on Rose-Hulman’s all-time list, and helped lead the Engineers to their best back-to-back season records since 1994-95. A two-time All-SCAC honoree, Vieck is the first Rose-Hulman football player to receive a Player-of-the-Year award since the Engineers joined the league in 1998.

Vieck was the clear choice for Defensive POTY, receiving five of seven votes. Dustin Hertel of DePauw and Aaron Einhaus received one vote apiece.
Robert Kelner, a 5-11, 176-pound junior from San Antonio, Texas, has been one of the team's most consistent players all season long, and his work on special teams has earned him the SCAC Special Teams Player of the Year award for the 2004 season. Kelner returned 26 punts for 299 yards to lead the conference this season, averaging 11.5 yards/return and scoring the team's eighth punt return touchdown since the 1993 season. He is one of just two players to gain over 1,000 all-purpose yards this season, averaging over 100 total yards/game, and his 701 career return yards rank third in school history. Kelner also led the team in receptions, receiving yards, and total touchdowns this season, and ranks in the top 10 in career receiving categories at Trinity.
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A consensus all-America selection a year ago, Jamarcus Shephard, a 6-0, 200-pound senior from Fort Wayne, Ind., continued to display the skills that have earned him back-to-back SCAC Special Teams Player-of-the-Year honors. Shephard, who holds every DePauw kickoff return record, averaged 24.4 yards per return this season (29th in Division III). A three-time All-SCAC performer, Shephard also led the Tigers in receiving, hauling down 47 catches for 815 yards and seven TDs. He finishes his career ranked fourth in SCAC history in receiving yards (2,382) and fifth in receptions (168) and second in DePauw history with 3,997 all-purpose yards. Shephard will participate in the 2004 Aztec Bowl – a Division III all-star game played in Mexico.

Kelner and Shephard each received three votes to share Special Teams POTY honors. Tyson Roy of Millsaps received the remaining vote.
For the first time in SCAC history, a coach in his first season at a school has been named the league’s Coach-of-the-Year. DePauw’s Bill Lynch led his Tigers to an 8-2 overall mark (5-1 in the league) and finished the season on a six-game winning streak. The eight wins are the most for a DePauw team since it joined the league in 1998. Lynch, who was last the head coach at Ball State University, improved his 14-year coaching record to 81-67-3. His 1996 Ball State team won the MAC championship and was invited to play in the Las Vegas Bowl.

Sharing Coach-of-the-Year honors is Trinity’s Steve Mohr – the ninth time that Mohr has been recognized by his conference peers. Trinity wrapped up its 12th-consecutive league title and eighth straight trip to the NCAA playoffs – the second-best active streak in all of Division III football. Under Mohr’s guidance, the Tigers have produced a 109-18 record over the past 11 seasons – an .858 winning percentage which is ranked third among NCAA Division III coaches over that span. Mohr has twice been named Division III National Coach-of-the-Year and is a four-time AFCA Regional Coach-of-the-Year recipient. His 2002 team made it all the way to the Amos Alonzo Stagg Bowl.

Lynch and Mohr received three votes each in the Coach-of-the-Year balloting. David Saunders of Millsaps received the remaining vote.
